1. Bob Moore open the meeting at 7:00 PM and welcomed all present. 
2. The minutes of the previous AGM were presented and accepted. 
3. Presidents Report. Bob Moore stated that this would be his final Presidents Report as he did not intend to seek re-election. He stated this was the 25th year of Bike Leichhardt, which started as Leichhardt Bike User Group in 1992. Notable achievements in that history included the establishment of the Bicycle Advisory Committee on Leichhardt Council and the Leichhardt Bike Plan in 2005, the clubs first overseas bike trip to New Zealand organised by Heather Manning, and a rich history of successful and happy bike riders. Bob noted the 2016 Council Bike Plan had an allocation of $400,000 for bicycle infrastructure. Bob noted the highlights for this year were the Lakes/Beach ride, the WWW ride, and the Katoomba ride. Bob reaffirmed the financial importance of attending the Bike Count Super Tuesday in March and Super Sunday in November. 
4. Bob noted the council amalgamations of the formation of the Inner West Council. Bob stressed the importance of the local bike groups speaking with a single voice and the creation of the Inner West Bicycle Coalition. The challenges that lay ahead are the Lilyfield Road Cycleway, the WestConnex motorway bicycle infrastructure, and the urban growth around Parramatta Road and the impacts of the Greenway project.   Bob also noted the State government introduction of increased fines for cyclist for traffic offences and the discussion about an ID requirement for cyclists.

5. Bob thanked the committee, Heather Manning for her tours, and Jamie Honan for the club web site update. He looked forward to a new committee to pedal us into a new future.  
6. Treasurers Report. Phillip Johnstone presented the Treasurers Report and detailed a healthy bank balance of $3,900. Phillip noted that major incomes were Bicycle Network bike count reimbursements and club membership fees. The club had 56 financial members at the 6th of December 2016.
